They provide us with very 
important information about the 
children’s progress and how well 
we as a school are moving 
learning forward.  At the same 
time, we are working with young 
children and we do not want them 
to feel stressed or under pressure.  
We would rather the younger ones 
were unaware that any kind of 
testing was going on – just special 
work where we have to do our 
best.  There will be plenty of 
active, hands-on activities and 
lessons next week to help the 
children relax.  Results will be 
shared with you through your 
child’s report at the end of the 
year.
