‘fail’ tests and nothing for individual 
children to worry about – just an 
opportunity to ‘show-off’ what they can 
do.  We are not a ‘hot-housing’ school 
and our high standards are based on a 
broad and balanced curriculum, not 
limited teaching aiming only to achieve 
high test scores in Maths, Science and 
English.  At the same time, we expect 
our children to take any kind of 
assessment of their achievement 
seriously and to try their best.  This is 
exactly what our children are doing – 
so well done.
